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After completing my investigation regarding Fossil Fuels, I most confess I was very naive and had no much understanding of the topic. Through out this investigation I learned the origins, the process and the pros and cons of Fossil Fuels. 


Fossil fuels are natural substances that we use to produce fuel, electricity or energy through combustion. Fossil fuels like Coal, Oil and Natural Gas, originate from organic matter (plant or animal) that died millions of years ago and was buried and affected by heat and pressure. Fossil fuels provide approximately 90% of the worlds energy, Coal provides 27%, natural gas provides about 23%, leaving the rest to be covered by Oil fuel production.


Coal, oil and Natural Gas provide approximately 85% of all the energy used in the United States, which is also the Nation with the major consumption of oil in the world (20,030,000 barrels per day), leaving China as the second largest consumer, Japan as the third and Russia, Germany and India following respectively.


Unfortunately regardless the efforts such as the Kyoto Protocol, humanity has come to be dependent on the usage of Fossil Fuels, a source that is non-replenisheable and that will not only run out but contribute to the impact of Global Warming in our planet.


My position on this issue, is that we got to recognize the impact our actions are having on the planet, not just in the here and now but also the future that we are setting up for future generations.
